There is absolutely no administrative issue neither at 
organizers’ level nor at University level. We get lot of helps 
from the University authority.

In my experience this is always better to organize a camp of 
not more than 150 students. This provides better  
opportunity for student-mentor interaction.



Mentor needs more time for discussion as most of the 
lecture sessions were followed or interrupted by 
quarries/questions by the students.

Discussion was endless, and time factor forced us to stop a 
particular session.



There are not much technology-mediated (audio-visual) class 
rooms at one place, so that students can be splitted into several 
batches for better exposure and personal attention.

Nevertheless small group of 100 students were possible to split 
into two groups of 50 each, where one group interacted (Q & A 
session) with mentor and other group of students focused on 
lecture-based deliberations.

Participating volunteers (M.Sc. /Research Students) should be 
given importance as “Supporting or Jr. Mentor” in their 
respective field, as they help intensively organizing the camps 
and act as bond between mentors and students during Q & A 
hours (also as bilingual interpreter etc.). 



Duration of the lectures should not be more than one 
and half hour and there must be gap between two 
successive lectures. This will be suitable for student’s 
grasping power. 

Demonstration through audio-visual devices, models 
and experimental exercises should be more than 
theory-based power-point presentations.

Applications should be invited separately from students 
of Mathematics and Biology streams, and accordingly 
there should be specific and common lecture series.
